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Section III: Other Permits and Fees

Operational Permits

The fees in this section cover document (plans) review and inspections required for the
issuance/approval of operational permits required under the IFC, 2018 Edition. Operational
permits will either expire annually or at a specified time noted on the permit. If the
operation covered by the permit is intended to continue past the expiration date, the
permit must be renewed.

Operational permits will be required for the following, as set forth in the IFC, 2018 Edition:
e Carnivals and Fairs
e Explosives
e Hazardous Materials
e Scrap Tire Storage

NOTE: Permit operations and categories listed above are not all inclusive. Operations listed
under section 105.6 of the IFC, 2018 Edition will still require an operational permit to be issued
by the Fire Code Official or his/her designee for the Bennett Fire Protection District No. /.

Recreational /Bonfires
The fees in this section cover document (plans) review and inspections required for the
issuance/approval of a Special Event Permit to conduct a recreational/bonfire.

e Special event/bonfire permit $60.00 / per event

NOTE: Agricultural fires and open burning are excluded from this fee schedule. All persons wishing
to conduct an open burn must provide a valid Colorado Department of Public Health and
Environment permit before a controlled burn will be authorized/approved.

Document Fees
The following fees will be assessed to recover the costs incurred for the retrieval, duplication, and
mailing of documents requested under the Colorado Open Records Act:

e $30/hour for processing and retrieval (after the 1%t hour)
e Copies (text only format) are $0.25 per page

Nuisance Fire Alarm Inspection Fees
An Emergency Alarm Inspection Fee shall be charged for all Category II fire alarms, as defined

below. EXCEPTION: When waived, for cause, by the Fire Code Official.

Definitions. For the purpose of this Fee Schedule, the following terms shall have the following
meanings:

CATEGORY I ALARMS. An alarm requiring a District response where the system operated
properly and a District inspection reveals the alarm was caused by a malicious or mischievous
action; a guest; circumstances beyond the control of the owner, occupant, or lessee; or by an
actual smoke or fire condition.

CATEGORY II ALARMS. An alarm requiring a District response where a District inspection
reveals the alarm was caused by a system malfunction, by a user error, or by an undetermined
cause.

SYSTEM MALFUNCTION. An alarm which a District inspection reveals was
caused by: (1) poor or improper maintenance; (2) improper installation of
alarm equipment, hardware, or wiring; or, (3) improper action of the alarm
monitoring center or fire alarm installation/testing company.

UNDETERMINED CAUSE. Any alarm for which a District inspection does not
reveal the apparent cause.

USER ERROR. The intentional or negligent act or omission of an agent,
employee, contractor, or representative of the owner, occupant, or lessee.

Emergency Alarm Inspection Fee Schedule

CATEGORY I Alarms: A fee shall not be assessed.

CATEGORY II Alarms: The owner, or a representative of the owner, of a fire alarm system
transmitting a Category II alarm shall be assessed a fee in accordance with Fee Schedule, Table
1. There is no limit on the amount of Category II alarm fees that may be assessed in a calendar
year or calendar quarter.

NOTE: Where multiple buildings are protected by a single system, the number of
Category II alarms caused by system malfunction shall be counted separately for each
building, if the location of the malfunction can be ascertained.

EXCEPTION: Category II alarms transmitted in the first 30 calendar days after the District
accepts a new system for service shall not be included in the number of alarms.

Unauthorized Work Inspection Fee
Any person or entity who commences any work before obtaining a construction permit that

is required by IFC, 2018 Edition, Section 105.7 shall be subject to an inspection fee in an
amount equal to the amount of the Construction Permit Fee or $250.00, whichever is
greater. The fee shall be separate from and in addition to a Construction Permit Fee.
Payment of the inspection fee shall not relieve any person from compliance with all other
provisions of this code or from any penalty prescribed by law. The inspection fee shall be
assessed whether or not a construction permit is then or subsequently issued.

EXCEPTION: When approved in writing by the Fire Code Official, work may commence prior to
obtaining a construction permit.

Apparatus, Equipment, and Manpower Fees

The following fees listed in Table 2 will be charged when the District's vehicles, equipment, and
manpower are requested for out of district services or for specified in-district services as set forth
in the International Fire Code as adopted by the District and as permitted by
Colorado statutes.

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Section IV: Development Fees

The Bennett Fire Protection District No. 7 (the "District") has adopted the following
development fees to be paid directly to the District for new structures within the District:

e Residential - $1,702.38 / Per Dwelling Unit
e Commercial/Industrial - $0.72 / Per Square Foot

These fees may be updated annually to reflect cost of living increases per the annual
CPI (Consumer Price Index) --- Last updated 03/01/2024 per CPI increase of 5.215%

Section V: Roadway Standards

All roadways within the boundaries of the District, in both Adams and Arapahoe Counties,
must conform to the IFC, 2018 Edition Appendix D, Chapter 5, and the following
requirements, as adopted by the District:

>

All access roads for residential subdivisions and or developments, and private access
roads that provide access to three or more dwellings shall meet county or town road
standards in which the property is located. At no time shall access roads not meet the
fire department access standards set forth in the IFC, 2018 Edition Section 503 and
Appendix D and the following requirements, as adopted by the District.

Driveways that access single family dwellings shall be constructed to meet county or
town driveway standards in which the property is located. At no time shall driveways be

less than 20 feet wide. Driveways must provide an all-weather driving surface capable of
supporting the imposed loads of fire apparatus.

An all-weather driving surface is defined as approved pavement, concrete, or block
pavers, or a minimum of 6” of compacted Class 6 aggregate base course, or equivalent
material, when it bears the stamp of a Certified Professional Engineer.

The minimum turning radius for all turns shall be a 30 foot inside turning radius and a
50 foot outside turning radius.

Dead-end fire apparatus access roads in excess of 150 feet in length shall be provided
with a minimum 96-foot diameter driving surface or an approved hammerhead (T
design) turnaround as defined in Figure D103.1 in the IFC 2018 Edition.

Roadways that provide access to residential subdivisions or developments with greater

than 30 dwelling units shall be served by two separate access points meeting

remoteness requirements outlined in the IFC, 2018 Edition, section D107.

All gates shall be located a minimum of 30 feet from the public right-of-way and shall
not open outward. Gate openings shall provide a clear opening of not less than 2 feet
wider than the traveled way. All gates must be a minimum of 20 feet wide. Fire
department personnel shall have ready access to locking mechanisms on any gate

restriction access via an approved fire department key box system or device as outlined

by section 503 and D103.5 of the IFC, 2018 Edition and Section VI of this Fee Schedule.
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Section VI: Key Box Access

As outlined in section 506 of the IFC, 2018 Edition, KNOX system locking key boxes shall be

required and installed in approved locations for all occupancies within the fire district, excluding
1 to 4 family dwellings.

All gates which are secured or gates that lock must have a KNOX access key switch, an

approved KNOX lock box, or KNOX padlock installed and accessible by fire department
personnel.
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
